SAP REORDERING (MRP) TEST

This is a test for establishing reorder points in the system. Choose some high volume materials and manually run the program, which will create draft requisitions.  These requisitions are created when on-hand is less than reorder point and remain as an unopened requisition until the on-hand equals or exceeds the reorder point.  This is determined not only from receipts but any adjustment to inventory on-hand.  You may review the requisition list at any time for a suggested reorder list.  
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· Enter material (for test purposes, use high turnover items you expect to order soon)

· Enter plant and SLOC
· Select MRP1 and MRP2 views
MRP1 view

· MRP Type- VB

· Reorder point- for test purposes, set at a quantity that will create a requisition

· Minimum lot size- minimum quantity to order (i.e. 6 gallons)

· Rounding value- sets the package size (i.e. 6 gallons = 1 case)
MRP2 view

· Safety stock- set to blank

· Planned delivery time- set to 1
· Save the changes
MD03 (run MRP)

· Enter material and plant

· MRP control parameters- leave as is

· Process control parameters- check the box; click the green checkmark or hit Enter

· Click SAVE if you want to run MRP
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· Enter Scope C and plant

· Material with an outstanding requisition will display

· Requisitions purge once on-hand exceeds reorder point
After testing this, if you think this process will be beneficial in helping your bus garage manage inventory, send a request to the help desk. BSIP will activate MRP for your plant and the requisition process will be automatic.
